· Spring Pruning: Remove old canes and dead or diseased wood and cut back canes that cross. In warmer climates, cut back the remaining canes by about one-third. In colder areas, you'll probably find you'll have to prune a little more than that

· Can be pruned to maintain a shorter habit

· Cut back one-half every other year

· Remove unproductive wood every third year or so

· Requires good cultivation if it is to perform its best

· Resist the urge to prune this rose too heavily -- it doesn't like it!
